Plaintiffs hereby move for a preliminary injunction. Plaintiffs base this motion on Ariz. R. Civ.
P. 65, A.R.S. 8 12-166, Ariz. R. Tax Ct. 2, and Maricopa Cnty. Super. Ct. Local Prac. R. 3.2, as well as
the following memorandum of points and authorities and all other pleadings and papers filed in this
matter.

MEMORANDUM OF POINTS AND AUTHORITIES
INTRODUCTION

This case challenges the legality of Pinal County’s recently enacted Transportation Excise Tax,
on the grounds that it exceeds the County’s statutory authority under A.R.S. § 42-6106, and violates the
Uniformity and Special Law Clauses of the Arizona Constitution. Plaintiffs also seek declaratory relief
as to what exactly is subject to the tax.

Unfortunately, timing has now become critical. The tax was approved by Proposition 417 at the
November 2017 election. Plaintiffs filed suit December 20, 2018, and Defendants answered on January
10 and 24, 2018. Arizona law mandates that the tax shall be collected beginning on April 1, 2018.
See A.R.S. 8 48-5314(1). On February 22, 2018, Defendant Pinal County Regional Transportation
Authority (“RTA”) adopted Resolution 2018-01 (attached hereto as Exhibit 1) instructing Defendant
Arizona Department of Revenue (“DOR”) to begin collecting the tax April 1. Given the rapidity with
which that date is approaching, and considerable uncertainty regarding the nature of the tax, it is
imperative that this Court issue an order enjoining Defendants from taking steps toward implementation
of the tax before this Court has time to address the merits of Plaintiffs’ complaint.

l. STATEMENT OF FACTS

Aiming to raise revenue to provide for infrastructure improvements in Pinal County, Defendant

RTA, acting pursuant to A.R.S. 8 42-6106, approved Resolution 2017-01 on June 5, 2017, to refer a

transportation excise tax to the voters for approval as Proposition 417. See Exhibit A to Plaintiff’s

Complaint (Compl. Ex. A). That Resolution stated that the tax would be levied “at a rate equal to one-

half percent (0.005%) [sic'] of the gross income from the business activity upon every person engaging

or continuing in the business of selling tangible personal property at retail; provided that such rate shall

become a variable or modified rate such that when applied in any case when the gross income from the

sale of a single item of tangible personal property exceeds ten thousand dollars ($10,000) ... and above

ten thousand dollars ($10,000), the measure of tax shall be at a rate of zero percent (0%) ... .” Id. at 2.

The RTA then distributed to voters a publicity pamphlet and sample ballot for the November 7,

2017 election. That pamphlet stated that “[i]f Proposition 417 is approved,” the tax “would be levied

and collected” as follows:

* At a rate of ten percent of the transaction privilege tax rate ... to each person engaging or
continuing in the County in a business taxed under A.R.S. Title 42, Chapter 5, Article 1. Such rate
would be applied generally as follows:

0 1/2 of 1% for the following business classifications identified in A.R.S. Title 42, Chapter 5,
Article 2:

Transporting classification;

Utilities classification;
Telecommunications classification;
Pipeline classification;

Private car line classification;
Publication classification;

Job printing classification;

Prime contracting classification;
Amusement classification;

Restaurant classification;

Personal property rental classification;
Retail classification and amounts equal to retail transaction privilege tax due pursuant to
A.R.S. Section 42-5008.01;

0 11/20 of 1% for the following business classifications ... :

Transient lodging classification;
Online lodging marketplace classification;

! This is evidently a scrivener’s error. The actual language of Proposition 417 as it appeared on the
ballot correctly stated “one-half percent (0.5%).”
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0 5/16 of 1% for the mining classification ... ;

e Atarate of ten percent of the rate prescribed by A.R.S. Section 42-5352(A), relating to the

jet fuel excise tax; and

e On the use or consumption of electricity or natural gas by retail electric or natural gas

customers in the County who are subject to the use tax under A.R.S. Section 42-5155 ... .”
Compl. Ex. B at 14-15.

The language of Proposition 417 itself, however, differed from the publicity pamphlet. It
resembled the language approved in Resolution 2017-1. It stated that the tax would be imposed “at a
rate equal to one-half percent (0.5%)” on the “gross income from the business activity [of] every person
engaging or continuing in the business of selling tangible personal property at retail,” up to the $10,000
threshold. See id. at 18.

The publicity pamphlet also stated that “[i]f Proposition 417 is approved by the voters, the
Transportation Excise Tax would commence on April 1,2018.” Id. at 14. The text of Proposition 417
itself specified no commencement date, but A.R.S. § 48-5314(l) provides for the April 1 date.

Proposition 417 was approved at the November 7, 2017 special election. See Pinal County
Election Results 2017.2

Plaintiffs are taxpayer-residents of Pinal County and businesses doing business in Pinal County
who will be liable to pay the Proposition 417 tax and/or to collect that tax for remittance to the
authorities, in cases where the tax applies. Compl. 11 2-4. They brought this lawsuit seeking
declaratory relief as to when and to what the tax applies, as well as permanent injunctive relief enjoining

enforcement of Proposition 417 on grounds that it violates statutory and constitutional requirements. Id.

1 1. Specifically, Plaintiffs allege that substantial uncertainty exists as to what exactly is subject to the

tax: retail sales only, which is prohibited by A.R.S. 8 42-6106, but which the voters did not approve—or
all tax classifications, as that statute requires, but which the voters did not approve. Compl. {{ 11-14,
19.

Plaintiffs contend that Proposition 417 exceeds the County’s authority under A.R.S. 8 42-6106
because it purports to tax only retail items rather than all of the items that the statute mandates be taxed.
Id. 1 24. Defendant DOR concedes this point. See DOR Ans. 1 15. Plaintiffs also contend that Prop.
417 creates a new tax classification instead of a variable rate, Compl. §{ 25-26, and arbitrarily excludes
sales over $10,000 from taxation, in violation of statute. 1d. § 25. Plaintiffs also contend that Prop. 417
violates the Special Law Clause of the Arizona Constitution and the Equal Protection Clauses of the
state and federal constitutions. Compl. {{ 33-39.

On February 22, 2018, Defendant RTA approved Resolution 2018-01, instructing the DOR to
begin implementing the tax as of April 1, 2018. Ex. 1. That Resolution instructs the DOR to collect “as
set forth in the Publicity Pamphlet,” or “as set forth in the Election Materials,” id. at 34, and not as set
forth in the language of Prop. 417 that the voters actually approved.

Given the need to preserve the status quo pending resolution of the merits of this case, Plaintiffs
move that a temporary injunction issue barring Defendant DOR from acting on on that resolution.
1. STANDARD OF REVIEW

To obtain a preliminary injunction, the movant must show (a) a strong likelihood of success on
the merits, (b) the possibility of irreparable injury if an injunction is not granted, (c) the balance of
hardships favors the movant, and (d) public policy favors the grant of an injunction. Arizona Ass’n of
Providers for Persons with Disabilities v. State, 223 Ariz. 6, 12 { 12, 219 P.3d 216, 222 (App. 2009). A
court may apply a “sliding scale” in determining whether the movant has satisfied this test. Id. For

example, the movant “may establish either (1) probable success on the merits and the possibility of

irreparable injury; or (2) the presence of serious questions and [that] ‘the balance of hardships tip[s]
sharply’ in favor of the moving party.” Id. (citation omitted). The “critical element” in all of this “is the
relative hardship to the parties.” Shoen v. Shoen, 167 Ariz. 58, 63, 804 P.2d 787, 792 (App. 1990).

These factors are all present here, and the Court should grant a temporary injunction barring
enforcement of Proposition 417 pending resolution of this case. As discussed further in Section 1V,
Arizona’s general anti-injunction rule (A.R.S. § 42-11006) does not bar the temporary injunctive relief
sought here because Plaintiffs are not seeking to bar the collection of “an imposed” tax.

ARGUMENT

. PLAINTIFFS ARE LIKELY TO PREVAIL ON THE MERITS BECAUSE

SUBSTANTIAL UNCERTAINTY EXISTS AS TO WHAT EXACTLY PROPOSITION

417 WILL TAX AND BECAUSE IMPOSING A TAX THAT LACKS VOTER

APPROVAL IS UNLAWFUL

It is unclear—Dboth to Plaintiffs and the DOR—what exactly Proposition 417 taxes will be
imposed upon. The text of Proposition 417 that voters actually approved says that it applies only to
retail transactions of tangible personal property (below $10,000). Compl. Ex. B at 18. But the
publicity pamphlet states otherwise: it says the tax applies to all of the listed business classifications at
the specified amounts: on Transporting, Utilities, Telecommunications, Pipelines, Private car lines,
Publications, Job printing, Prime contracting, Amusement, Restaurants, etc. Compl. Ex. B at 14-15.

This list conforms to the list of tax classifications that the County must tax pursuant to A.R.S. §
42-6106(B) (“The tax shall be levied and collected” upon all listed classifications), and that is what
RTA has now instructed DOR to do. But the voters did not consider or approve that, and that instruction
is therefore not authorized by A.R.S. 8 42-6106(A) (“If approved by the qualified electors ... .”
(emphasis added)).

In other words, the tax on retail items which the voters approved in Proposition 417 is not
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consistent with the authorizing statute. Yet the tax on all statutory classifications, which is required by
A.R.S. 8 42-6106—and which the RTA’s February 22, 2018 Resolution asks the DOR to begin
collecting—was not approved by the voters.

This is problematic for two reasons. First, A.R.S. § 42-6106 provides the sole basis for the
imposition of a county transportation excise tax, so Proposition 417’s purported limitation of the tax to
only retail personal property sales below $10,000 renders that tax ultra vires and therefore illegal, as
pleaded in the Complaint, §{ 22-27. The County derives all of its taxing power from this statute.
Arizona Dept. of Revenue v. Arizona Public Serv. Co., 188 Ariz. 232, 235, 934 P.2d 796, 799 (App.
1997). But A.R.S. § 42-6106(B) provides that if and when a county adopts a transportation excise tax,
“the tax shall be levied and collected” on all classifications listed in the statute, not just on retail sales of
tangible personal property below $10,000. Counties have no discretion to choose what to tax and what
not to tax. Thus the tax on retail sales only, which was approved by the voters as Proposition 417, is
unlawful. Defendant DOR admits this in its answer to the Complaint at § 15.

As for the RTA’s Resolution 2018-01, instructing the DOR to tax all the classifications “as set
forth in the Election Materials,” (Compl. Ex. A at 4) it cannot remedy the problem, because the voters
did not approve that—and A.R.S. § 42-6106(A) requires that the tax be “approved by the qualified
electors” before the tax may be collected. Plainitffs are therefore likely to prevail on this cause of action.

This discrepancy between, on one hand, the tax the voters approved, but which violates the
statute—and, on the other, the tax described in the Election Materials, and which is required by A.R.S. §
42-6106, but which the voters did not approve, creates extraordinary confusion that renders it impossible
for Plaintiffs to know what is and is not taxed.

It is unclear, for example, whether the tax will apply to the members of the Plaintiff Restaurant

Association, or to what degree. In their answer, Defendant DOR “affirmatively alleges that only
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businesses in the retail classification would be subject to the Tax, which does not include businesses in
the restaurant classification,” DOR Answer 11 (emphasis added). DOR reiterates this when it
“interprets Proposition 417 as attempting to enact a tax using the existing retail classification which then
attempts to exempt from taxation certain revenues.” Id. § 15. And, indeed, the language of Prop. 417,
which voters actually approved says the tax will be levied only on retail sales up to $10,000. Yet
Resolution 2018-01 now instructs the DOR to levy the tax upon all classifications specified in A.R.S. §
42-6106(B), including restaurants—as stated in the ballot pamphlet, but not as approved by the voters.
Ex. 1at2.

Consequently, Plaintiff Arizona Restaurant Association faces substantial uncertainty about
whether its members will be required to collect, account for, and remit the tax. It is also unclear whether
Plaintiff VVangilder and other individual taxpayers will have to pay tax on things other than retail sales,
such as when they purchase a meal or transient lodging. Plaintiffs will expose themselves to legal
sanctions if they fail to collect the proper tax—but also face a loss of business and reduction in income if
they collect taxes that are not legally required.

This uncertainty over what is and is not taxed is grounds for declaratory relief. McElhaney
Cattle Co. v. Smith, 132 Ariz. 286, 645 P.2d 801 (1982); Crane Co. v. Arizona State Tax Comm 'n, 63
Ariz. 426, 446-48, 163 P.2d 656, 664-65 (1945). Plaintiffs are therefore substantially likely to prevail
on Count One of their Complaint. But given that the County’s Resolution 2018-01 instructs the DOR to
begin tax collection on April 1 (Ex. 1 at 2), this Court needs time to evaluate the merits of these claims.
At a minimum, this uncertainty is grounds for this Court to issue an order maintaining the status quo

pending resolution of this case.



1. PLAINTIFFS ARE LIKELY TO PREVAIL ON THEIR STATUTORY AND
CONSTITUTIONAL CHALLENGES TO PROPOSITION 417

A The $10,000 Cutoff Violates A.R.S. § 42-6016 Because it Creates What is, in
Substance, a New Tax Classification, Not a “Variable Rate”

Plaintiffs are likely to prevail on their statutory cause of action for another reason: Proposition
417 does not establish a “variable rate” as authorized by A.R.S. § 42-6016 but instead creates a separate
classification, falsely described as a variable rate. A variable rate is a rate that varies in relation to some
other thing, such as a variable rate mortgage which varies in accordance with an interest rate, or an
income tax, which varies with relation to a person’s income. See BLACK’S LAW DICTIONARY 813, 1553
(6th ed. 1990). For instance, federal regulations define a “variable rate” as a rate that depends on a
multiplier, or an average. 26 C.F.R. § 1.860G-1(a)(3). See also Rubio v. Capital One Bank (USA), N.A.,
572 F. Supp. 2d 1157, 1164 (C.D. Cal. 2008), (interest rate was not a variable rate where it was “[not]
tied to an index or formula.”). Proposition 417 does not vary with anything. It imposes a single 0.5%
tax on retail transactions below $10,000. That is not a variable rate. Instead, it creates a new tax
classification (i.e., retail items above $10,000) at the county level—which exceeds the County’s
statutory authority.

B. The $10,000 Cutoff Violates the Special Law Clause and the Equal Protection
Clauses

The Arizona Constitution forbids “special laws,” particularly with regard to the “[a]ssessment
and collection of taxes.” ARIZ. CONST. art. IV pt. 2 8 19. A special law is a law that favors one group
and disfavors others without adequate justification. Gallardo v. State, 236 Ariz. 84, 88 { 10, 336 P.3d
717,721 (2014). A law is a special law if it lacks a rational relationship to a legitimate objective, or if it
creates a class of beneficiaries that are not similarly situated, or if the classification is inelastic, so that

other individuals or entities can neither enter or leave that class. Id.  11. If a law fails any of these
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three elements of the test, it violates the Special Law Clause.

In addition, the Equal Protection Clauses of the state and federal constitutions (ARiz. CONST. art
118 13; U.S. ConsT. amend XIV § 1) forbid the government from differentiating between people
without a rational basis for such distinctions. If, as in this case, the classification is “non-suspect,” a
difference in treatment is unconstitutional if it bears no rational connection to a legitimate government
interest. Fowler Packing Co. v. Lanier, 844 F.3d 809, 815 (9th Cir. 2016).

The Special Law and the Equal Protection Clauses can overlap, but are different—and “a statute
that does not violate equal protection may still be an invalid special law.” Tucson Elec. Power Co. v.
Apache Cnty., 185 Ariz. 5,12, 912 P.2d 9, 16 (App. 1995); Republic Inv. Fund I v. Town of Surprise,
166 Ariz. 143, 149, 800 P.2d 1251, 1257 (1990). Indeed, Special Laws are subject to a “heightened”
version of the rational basis test. Id.

Prop. 417 violates both the Equal Protection and Special Law Clauses. The RTA is seeking to
impose the tax on only retail transactions up to the value of $10,000. That is an arbitrary threshold
which does not advance the County’s purported interest in generating revenue for infrastructure. On the
contrary, that dollar amount was chosen solely for the purpose of ensuring that the tax would not fall on
businesses that sell retail items at above $10,000—for example, cars—and which would therefore be
likely to oppose Prop. 417 at the election. Compl. § 31. Such a lack of a fit between the purpose of
infrastructure improvement and the means chosen to achieve that purpose creates an arbitrary special
exemption in violation of the Equal Protection Clause.

In Fowler Packing Co., the Ninth Circuit invalidated a California law aimed at remediating
under-payment of certain workers, because it included a carve-out that barred a few employers from
benefiting from its protections. The court found that this “was a result of ‘closed negotiations’ between

the [state], labor unions ... , and employer groups,” and was designed “as [a] necessary condition[] to
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obtain [union] support for the [statute]” in the legislature. 844 F.3d at 814. But “procur[ing] the support
of the [union]” was not a rational basis; it was an “illegitimate purpose.” Id. at 815.

Prop. 417’s $10,000 threshold does not exist to advance the County’s legitimate interest in
infrastructure improvement, but instead was tailored to avoid political opposition from powerful
businesses, precisely as with the statute in Fowler Packing. It is invalid for the same reason.

The $10,000 carve-out also violates the Special Law Clause. In State v. Levy’s, 119 Ariz. 191,
580 P.2d 329 (1978), the Arizona Supreme Court invalidated a statute that exempted from taxation sales
of less than $1,000 to Mexican residents within a 30 mile range of the Mexican border. It found that the
tax was a special or local law with regard to taxation, and that there was no rational basis for the
difference in treatment. The purpose of the law was to aid businesses that had suffered an adverse
impact from a change in the value of the peso, id.—but that adverse impact was felt by businesses
throughout the state, the court noted. Id. at 192, 580 P.2d at 330. Although the Court “acknowledged
that the border businesses have a more acute problem,” it declared the exemption an unconstitutional
special law because it “does not treat all [businesses] in the same fashion,” but was “based on an
arbitrary line.” 1d. at 192-93, 580 P.2d at 330-31.

In Town of Surprise, the Court declared a law that allowed courts to order land de-annexed from
certain municipalities invalid under the Special Law Clause, even though it satisfied the Equal
Protection Clause’s rational basis test. 166 Ariz. at 151, 800 P.2d at 1259. Because “[t]he statute was
enacted in response to the abuse of the municipalities’ power to strip annex,” it should have “include[d]
all cities where annexation abuses may have occurred.” Id. Instead, it only applied to 12 cities, and
therefore “[did] not apply uniformly to all members of the class.” 1d. And in Tucson Elec. Power Co.,
the court found that a tax violated both the Special Law and Equal Protection Clauses because it applied

only to mining and utility classifications, not to other classifications. 185 Ariz. at 9, 912 P.2d at 13.
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Here, the $10,000 carve-out is a Special Law with regard to taxation. The problems Prop. 417
aims at—as described in the publicity pamphlet—relate to infrastructure. See Compl. Ex. B at 5 (citing
“roadway and public transportation projects” and “mobility needs.”). This purpose is not served by an
arbitrary cut-off at $10,000. While the County may “‘legitimately’ classify by population” or other
factors, any such classifications “must encompass all members of the ‘relevant’ class.” Tucson Elec.
Power Co., 185 Ariz. at 13; 912 P.2d at 17. Just as taxing mining and utility differently than other
businesses was unconstitutional—because there was no “rational basis ... for insulating similarly
situated owners of non-mining and non-utility property from the imposition of such rates,” id. at 14, 912
P.2d at 18—there is no legitimate basis for limiting this county-wide tax at the $10,000 amount.

Instead, that arbitrary cut-off was designed to prevent political opposition to Prop. 417 by
businesses that sell items above that price level. That is not an adequate rational basis under Equal
Protection, Fowler Packing Co., supra, or the Special Law Clause. Plaintiffs are likely to prevail on
Counts Three and Four.

I1l.  PLAINTIFFS FACE IRREPARABLE INJURY ABSENT INJUNCTIVE RELIEF

A The Parties’ Substantial Uncertainty as to How Proposition 417 Shall Be

Implemented, As Well as Plaintiffs’ Inestimable Risk of Monetary Harm and
Penalties Absent Injunctive Relief, Qualify as Irreparable Injuries

In the absence of preliminary injunctive relief, the Plaintiffs will suffer irreparable injury.
Especially given the substantial uncertainty about what exactly the tax will be levied upon and the fact
that April 1, 2018 is now only weeks away, it would be prudent for this Court to bar Defendants from
taking steps to implement Proposition 417 until the causes of action in the complaint can be fully
resolved.

Irreparable injury occurs where it is difficult to estimate the potential monetary harm, Hayois v.

Salt River Valley Canal Co., 8 Ariz. 285, 290, 71 P. 944, 945 (1903); Danielson v. Local 275, Laborers
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Int’l Union of N. Am., 479 F.2d 1033, 1037 (2nd Cir. 1973), or where damages will not address the full
harm suffered. 1B Prop. Holdings, LLC v. Rancho Del Mar Apartments Ltd. P 'ship, 228 Ariz. 61, 65 {
11, 263 P.3d 69, 73 (App. 2011). Thus an injunction “may be appropriate to prevent a loss of potential
customers.” Id. 12.

It is particularly difficult to estimate the potential losses to the Plaintiffs here. Plaintiffs
Restaurant Association and Dan Neidig face a potential loss of customers as a result of the tax, because
they will be forced to raise their prices and begin accounting for and remitting tax receipts in the event
that they are deemed subject to the tax—yet they cannot know for certain, since it is unclear how and on
what the tax will be imposed. They also face a significant risk of cost, time, confusion, and potential
legal consequences if they fail to satisfactorily comply with the statute by collecting the required tax in
the required manner. To allow the Court time to consider the merits of this complicated case, a
temporary injunction is appropriate. University of Tex. v. Camenisch, 451 U.S. 390, 395 (1981) (“The
purpose of a preliminary injunction is merely to preserve the relative positions of the parties until a trial
on the merits can be held.”).

B. The balance of hardships favors the issuing of an injunction

The balance of hardships tips plainly in favor of temporary injunctive relief. If an injunction is
not granted, the Plaintiffs will be forced to decide whether to raise their prices and begin collecting and
accounting for a tax that must be remitted to the DOR beginning April 1, in order to avoid the potential
legal penalties and financial harm that would result if they failed to comply with Arizona tax laws. If
taxes are collected which are later deemed to not be due, they and presumably their customers would be
forced to undertake a complicated and slow refund process. In the meantime, Plaintiffs would also
suffer a loss of business opportunities and an incalculable loss of income. On the other hand, if the

injunction is granted, the RTA will suffer a loss of tax revenue pending the outcome of this case—
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although it would be free to collect further taxes by approving such an extension pursuant to Arizona
law. That is insufficient to outweigh the hardships suffered by the Plaintiffs in the absence of an
injunction. Kansas City, Kan. Fraternal Order of Police, Lodge No. 4 v. City of Kansas City, 620 F.
Supp. 752, 765-66 (D. Kan. 1984).

IV. PUBLIC POLICY FAVORS THE ISSUING OF AN INJUNCTION AND THERE IS NO
STATUTORY BAR TO TEMPORARY INJUNCTIVE RELIEF

Public policy strongly favors an injunction in this case. The confusion over the timing and the
subject of the Prop. 417 tax is significant, and will have a major impact on businesses in Pinal County.
Moreover, if Defendants are permitted to create new tax classifications at the County level, that will
have major consequences throughout Arizona, as it will result in a patchwork of taxation in the state. A
preliminary injunction will maintain the status quo to permit this Court to resolve the dispute.

Finally, there is no legal barrier to an injunction here. Arizona’s general anti-injunction rule,
A.R.S. 8 42-11006, applies only to property taxes, which Proposition 417 is not. It also only bars
injunctions against the collection of “an imposed or levied” tax, and no tax has yet been imposed, and no
levied tax is being challenged. Instead, this case challenges the validity of Proposition 417 generally.
Second, that anti-injunction rule appears in Chapter 11 of Title 42, and is thus confined to property
taxes; it does not apply to county transportation excise taxes.

Third, while courts are reluctant to enjoin tax measures prior to collection of the tax, State ex rel.
Lane v. Superior Ct. In & For Maricopa Cnty., 72 Ariz. 388, 391, 236 P.2d 461, 46263 (1951), there is
an exception for cases such as this: where the tax is levied “without semblance of authority ‘and
resulting injury cannot be adequately provided by proceedings at law.”” Church of Isaiah 58 Project of
Ariz., Inc. v. La Paz Cnty., 233 Ariz. 460, 464-65, 314 P.3d 806, 810-11 (App. 2013) (quoting Crane

Co. v. Arizona State Tax Comm 'n, 63 Ariz. 426, 445, 163 P.2d 656, 664 (1945)). That is the case here:
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as detailed above, the County has no authority to adopt the Proposition 417 tax, and the uncertainty and
the irreparable injury Plaintiffs will suffer from its enforcement mean that no legal remedy exists. An

injunction is therefore proper.

CONCLUSION
The Court should grant the motion and enjoin Defendant DOR from acting to implement
Proposition 417 in accordance with or in response to Resolution 2018-01.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PINAL REGIONAL
TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (1) REAFFIRMING THE CORRECTNESS AND ACCURACY
OF THE ELECTION MATERIALS PREPARED BY THE PINAL COUNTY, ARIZONA BOARD OF
SUPERVISORS PURSUANT TO SECTION 48-5314, ARIZONA REVISED STATUTES, AND (2)
REAFFIRMING THAT THE TRANSPORTATION EXCISE (SALES) TAX DESCRIBED THEREIN
THAT WAS APPROVED BY A MAJORITY OF THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS VOTING AT THE
COUNTYWIDE ELECTION ON NOVEMBER 7, 2017, MUST BE COLLECTED AT A VARIABLE
RATE AND/OR A MODIFIED RATE PURSUANT TO SECTION 42-6106(C), ARIZONA
REVISED STATUTES, AS EXPRESSLY DESCRIBED IN THE BALLOT PREPARED IN
CONNECTION WITH SUCH ELECTION AND THE PUBLICITY PAMPHLET RELATED
THERETO

WHEREAS, the Pinal Regional Transportation Authority (the “Pinal RTA”) is an Arizona special
taxing district, duly formed and existing, pursuant to Section 48-5302, et seq., Arizona Revised
Statutes (“A.R.S.”), for the purposes of coordinating multi-jurisdictional cooperation in
transportation planning, improvements and fund-raising as a municipal corporation through taxation
and bonding, with the public’s input and voter approval; and

WHEREAS, A.R.S. Section 42-6106 directs the Arizona Department of Revenue (“ADOR”) to
collect a transportation excise tax (the “Transportation Excise Tax”) if (i) the qualified electors of the
county in which the regional transportation authority is established approve the Transportation
Excise Tax and (ii) the regional transportation authority levies the Transportation Excise Tax; and

WHEREAS, on June 5, 2017 the Pinal RTA adopted a twenty-year comprehensive multimodal
transportation plan (the “Plan”) and requested the Board of Supervisors of Pinal County, Arizona
(the “County”) to call a Special Election (the “Election”) of the qualified electors at a countywide
election regarding the approval of the Plan and the levy of the Transportation Excise Tax pursuant
to A.R.S. Section 42-6106 needed to fund the Plan; and

WHEREAS, on June 21, 2017, the Board of Supervisors of Pinal County, Arizona called the
Election regarding the approval of the Plan and the levy of the Transportation Excise Tax; and

WHEREAS, in connection with the Election the Board of Supervisors of the County caused to
be prepared the Publicity Pamphlet and Sample Ballot (collectively, the “Election Materials”); and

WHEREAS, the Election Materials clearly describe all the categories of transaction privilege
tax categories (the “Sales Tax Categories”) that would be the subject of the Transportation Excise
Tax as set forth in the Publicity Pamphlet and



WHEREAS, on October 5, 2017, the Board reviewed the Election Materials and affirmed that
the Election Materials described a variable rate and/or modified rate pursuant to Section 42-6106(C)
and authorized the application of the Transportation Excise Tax on all Sales Tax Categories; and

WHEREAS, on November 7, 2017, a majority of the qualified electors of Pinal County
approved the Plan and the Transportation Excise Tax as set forth in the Election Materials.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by this Board that in light of the clear approval of the Plan
and Transportation Excise Tax:

Section 1. Levy of Tax. That a transportation excise tax as provided in
A.R.S. Section 42-6106 be levied and collected at the rates specified in A.R.S.
Section 42-6106 (B) and as set forth on pages 14 and 15 of the Publicity Pamphlet,
attached as Exhibit A; provided, however, that with respect to application of such
tax to the business classification described in A.R.S. Section 42-5010 (A)(1)(l),
such transportation excise tax shall be levied and collected at a variable or
modified rate, as specified in the ballot proposition relating to the Transportation
Excise Tax and approved by a majority of the qualified electors voting, such that

when applied in any case when the gross income from the sale of a single item of
tangible personal property exceeds ten thousand dollars (510,000), a one-half
percent (0.5%) tax rate shall apply to the first ten thousand dollars (510,000), and
above ten thousand dollars (510,000), the measure of tax shall be a rate of zero
percent (0.0%).

Section 2 Collection. That the ADOR is authorized and directed to begin
collection of the Transportation Excise Tax at the rates specified in Paragraph 1
of this Resolution on April 1, 2018 and to continue collection until March 31,
2038.

Section 3 Escrow Account. That the Executive Director of the Pinal RTA is

hereby instructed to open an interest bearing escrow account (“Escrow Account”) at
a federally insured financial institution located in Pinal County for the deposit of
collections of the Transportation Excise Tax as and when collected and shall deposit
all transmitted taxes and withhold distribution from said escrow account until final
judgment is entered by the Superior Court of the State of Arizona in Arizona Tax Court
cases TX2017-000663 and TX2018-000902.

Section 4. Delivery of Resolution to ADOR. The Pinal RTA Executive
Director shall transmit a certified copy of this Resolution to the ADOR Director
with a direction that the ADOR Director cause the Transportation Excise Tax
described in this Resolution to be collected in the manner provided by law and
that the proceeds of tax such less any administrative expenses, be transmitted to



the Pinal RTA to implement the Plan. A certified copy of this Resolution shall be
provided to the Pinal County Board of Supervisors and shall also be recorded in
the office of the County Recorder of Pinal County, Arizona

Section 5. Additional Acts. The officers and agents of the Pinal RTA are
hereby authorized and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute and
deliver all such documents on behalf of the Pinal RTA as may be necessary to
carry out the terms and intent of this resolution.

INTRODUCTION

The proposed Regional Transportation Plan for Pinal County (the “Plan”), adopted by the Pinal
Regional Transportation Authority (the “Pinal RTA”) on June 5, 2017, sets forth a
comprehensive, multi-modal plan which includes a list of key roadway and public transportation
projects to be developed over the 20-year period between 2018 and 2037. The Plan has been
developed as a solution to meet the transportation needs of a rapidly growing region, and seeks
to meet the ongoing mobility needs of Pinal County residents. The Plan has been prepared to
carry forward multimodal projects to the voters of Pinal County, who are being asked to consider
approval of the Plan, along with the passage of a transportation excise tax (the “Transportation
Excise Tax”) at the November 7, 2017 Special Election. Approval of both the Plan and the
Transportation Excise Tax is necessary for implementing the Plan. A successful vote of the
Plan and the Transportation Excise Tax will provide a projected $640,000,000 in transportation
funding over the next 20 years to establish a transportation network within Pinal County that
should enhance countywide mobility, and effectively transport a growing number of people and
goods at a local and regional level.

THE PINAL RTA

On August 5, 2015, the Pinal County Board of Supervisors formed the Pinal RTA pursuant to
Arizona Revised Statutes (“A.R.S.”) Title 48, Chapter 30, Article 1 (the “Act”). Under the Act,
the Pinal RTA is a public, political, tax levying public improvement and taxing subdivision of
the State of Arizona (the “State”). The Pinal RTA Board of Directors (the “Pinal RTA Board”)
consists of one representative from each member government within Pinal County. The Pinal
RTA was established to provide funding, and to focus on creating a balanced regional
transportation system for the residents of Pinal County. The Plan is intended to provide a
mechanism for Pinal County, its cities, towns, and tribal communities to collaborate in
developing a countywide 20-year regional transportation plan.

NEED FOR THE REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION PLAN

Between 1990 and 2014, the population of Pinal County has increased from 116,867 to
approximately 396,237 people, which represents an increase of 239%. With this growth and
since the economic downturn of 2008, the municipalities of Apache Junction, Casa Grande,
Coolidge, Eloy, Florence, Maricopa, and the unincorporated community of San Tan Valley have
experienced significant increases in economic development activities and new housing
construction which have collectively brought more people into Pinal County. Such a rapid level
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of growth has also brought transportation concerns such as congestion and safety, and the need
for quality transportation routes to efficiently move people and goods. These significant levels of
growth are anticipated to continue into the future, and the residents of Pinal County are faced
with continuing transportation challenges. There are inadequate connections from I-10 to local
routes and businesses, and there is a need for additional roadway connectivity to Metropolitan
Phoenix. Pinal County’s existing north-south and east-west roadways need to be improved, and
in many cases, lack sufficient capacity. Also, there has been a significant increase in fatal and
serious traffic crashes due to the overall rise in vehicular travel. At present, Federal and State
funding is very limited and unable to accommodate needed roadway construction throughout
Pinal County, and Pinal County’s municipalities are also lacking sufficient funding for roadway
improvements.

Projections produced by the State indicate that Pinal County will continue to see significant
increases in population over the next several decades. Population projections over the next 20
years indicate that Pinal County will continue to grow to a level between 750,000 and 913,000
people.

Throughout the process of developing the Plan, the Pinal RTA reached out to each of the
member communities, elected officials and residents of Pinal County. Previous plans that
identified project needs, project scenarios and priorities were shared with member governments,
and stakeholders. The public information and outreach process included an array of public
meetings, presentations before City and Town Councils, and presentations to community boards
and committees. Extensive outreach was also provided through meetings and discussions with
City and Town managers and staff members. The Pinal RTA also conducted a series of
community open houses at strategic locations throughout Pinal County in an effort to solicit
public input and comments.

Subject to available or willing citizen volunteers unincorporated areas such as but not limited to
Arizona City, Saddlebrooke, Oracle, Gold Canyon and San Tan may have representatives on the
Citizen’s Oversight Committee.

A website was developed at www.cagaz.org/rta.html to provide ongoing updates and to
distribute information for public review. Important public meeting dates, the most current project
lists and maps, and presentations and reports for review were provided through such website.
The Pinal RTA also generated public press releases, participated in media interviews, regularly
engaged with members of the public, and informed the Pinal County Board of Supervisors on the
overall process.



20-YEAR REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION PLAN ELEMENTS TO BE FINANCED
WITH THE TRANSPORTATION EXCISE TAX

There are three elements of the Plan: the Roadway Element, the Public Transportation Element
and the Local Projects and Administrative Costs Element.

Roadway Element

. A 36-mile North-South Parkway Corridor between the US 60 in Apache Junction,
and the Kortsen-Kleck roadway alignment in the City of Coolidge.

. A 4 mile East-West Parkway near San Tan Valley that connects State Route 24 at
Ironwood Drive to the future alignment of the North-South Parkway Corridor.

. The development of 164 new Parkway lane miles throughout Pinal County.

. The construction of a Traffic Interchange at Interstate 10 and Kortsen Road.

. Approximately 50 miles of regional roadway improvements for connectivity and
economic development.

. The addition of 100 new travel lane miles throughout the Pinal Region for arterial
and local roadways.

. The preservation of right of way for a 31-mile West Pinal Freeway corridor

between the Pinal-Maricopa County line and Interstate 8, for the construction of a
future High-Capacity Corridor.

. The preservation of the remaining 15-mile segment of needed right of way for the
construction of the North-South Parkway Corridor between the City of Coolidge
and Interstate 10.

. Needed access and capacity to the Region’s emerging job centers.

These improvements represent $591,200,000 or approximately 92.5% of the Pinal RTA funding.

Public Transportation Element

. The construction of Park and Ride facilities located throughout Pinal County.

. The provision of annual funding for Dial-a-Ride services to assist people with
disabilities, seniors, and members of the general public; and the provision of
annual operational funding for existing transit systems.

These improvements represent $20,000,000 or approximately 3% of the Pinal RTA funding.

Local Projects and Administrative Costs Element

. The preservation of annual project funding for less populated municipalities in the
Region, to be used for local road projects.
. The payment of administrative costs with respect to administering the Pinal

Regional Transportation Plan.

These improvements represent $30,000,000 or approximately 4.5% of the Pinal RTA funding.
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REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION PLAN PROJECTS

As displayed on the map above, the Plan includes the following projects. The Table below
indicates when each project is scheduled for commencement.

Roadway Element

State Route 24 Parkway -- This project involves the new construction of a four-mile, east-west,
limited access four-lane parkway facility with a median between State Route 24 at Ironwood
Road to the West, and the future alignment of the North-South Corridor to the East. The project
scope involves the purchase of land to establish a 300-foot wide right-of-way corridor, to include
design and construction. The estimated cost of this project is approximately $38.4 million of the
Pinal RTA funding (approximately 6.0% of the Pinal RTA funding).

North-South Corridor -- This project involves the new construction of a 36 mile, north-south,
limited access four lane principal facility between U.S. Highway 60 in the City of Apache
Junction to the north, to Kortsen/Kleck Road located to the south, in the City of Coolidge. The
project scope involves the purchase of land to establish a 300 foot right of way corridor, to
include design and construction. The estimated cost of this project is approximately $298.65
million of the Pinal RTA funding (approximately 46.6% of the Pinal RTA funding). It is
expected that Pinal County will contribute $30 million in additional funding to this project.

North-South Right of Way Preservation -- Right of way will be acquired as part of the Plan to
allow for the preservation of future high capacity transportation corridors. Right of way will be
preserved for the remainder of the North-South Parkway Corridor from the Casa Grande
Connector (Kortsen/Kleck roadway alignment) to the North, and Interstate 10 to the South. The
estimated cost of this project is approximately $2.25 million of the Pinal RTA funding
(approximately 0.3% of the Pinal RTA funding).

West Pinal Freeway/ROW Preservation -- Right of way will be preserved for the West Pinal
Freeway corridor, from the Pinal-Maricopa County line to the West, and Interstate 8 to the
South. The estimated cost of this project is approximately $4.65 million of the Pinal RTA
funding (approximately 0.7% of the Pinal RTA funding).

State Route 347 -- This project calls for the addition of two lanes along State Route 347 between
the Pinal-Maricopa County line to the North, and the municipal boundary of the City of
Maricopa to the south. This represents a linear distance of approximately nine miles. The new
construction of a north traveling lane and a south traveling lane along State Route 347 represents
a total of 18 additional lane miles of construction. The project scope involves design and
construction. The estimated cost of this project is approximately $28.8 million of the Pinal RTA
funding (approximately 4.5% of the Pinal RTA funding). If the allocated funds are not able to be
used for this project, such funds will be designated for the East-West Corridor and Parking Lot
Projects.

Kortsen/Kleck Road -- The Kortsen/Kleck Road Alignment is also referred to as the “Casa
Grande Connector.” This project calls for the widening of this facility from two lanes to four



lanes from Henness Road to the West, located in the City of Casa Grande, to the future
alignment of the North-South Corridor Parkway to the East, located in the City of Coolidge. The
widening of the Casa Grande Connector will involve a 14 mile corridor, and represents a total of
28 additional lane miles of roadway construction. The estimated cost of this project is
approximately $44.8 million (approximately 7.0% of the Pinal RTA funding).

1-10 Traffic Interchange -- This project allows for the purchase of right of way, and the design
and construction of the Kleck Road Traffic Interchange at Interstate 10, in the City of Casa
Grande. This particular project involves the construction of a bridge across Interstate 10, as well
as on and off-ramps to Kleck and Kortsen Roads. This project will allow for the continuation of a
crucial east-west corridor in central Pinal County. The estimated cost of this project is
approximately $15.0 million of the Pinal RTA funding (approximately 2.3% of the Pinal RTA
funding).

Selma Highway -- The Selma Highway project calls for improvements to an existing two-lane
roadway from Thornton Road to the West, located in the City of Casa Grande, to the future
North-South Corridor alignment to the East, located near the City of Coolidge. The project scope
involves design and construction, and the purchase of right of way for various segments of the
corridor. It also includes approximately four miles of new construction over graded non-paved
roadway segments, and a crossing over a drainage canal and railroad tracks at State Route 84.
The estimated cost of this project is approximately $51.2 million of the Pinal RTA funding.
(approximately 8.0% of the Pinal RTA funding)

Thornton Road -- This project involves the widening of Thornton Road from two lanes to four
lanes from State Route 84 to the North, to Interstate 8 to the south. The widening of Thornton
Road will involve a 3.5 mile linear corridor, and represents a total of seven additional lane miles
of roadway construction. The project scope involves the purchase of necessary right of way,
design and construction. The estimated cost of this project is approximately $11.2 million of the
Pinal RTA funding (approximately 1.7% of the Pinal RTA funding).

East-West Corridor -- This project involves construction of a 21 mile corridor of new and
existing roadways beginning at State Route 347 in the City of Maricopa and extending east
through northern Casa Grande to the I-10. The estimated cost of this project is approximately
$67.2 million of the Pinal RTA funding (approximately 10.5% of the Pinal RTA funding). If the
allocated funds are not able to be used for this project, such funds will be designated for the State
Route 347 and Parking Lot Projects.

Montgomery Road -- This project involves improvements to the Montgomery Road Corridor
from the East-West Corridor to the North, located in the City of Casa Grande, to Interstate 8§ to
the South. The project corridor is ten miles in length, and will call for the construction of
approximately four miles of new roadway. The intent is to develop a connective, north-south,
two-lane roadway facility that is fully improved. The project scope involves the purchase of
necessary right of way, design and construction. The estimated cost of this project is
approximately $25.6 million of the Pinal RTA funding (approximately 4.0% of the Pinal RTA
funding).
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Cordones Road -- This project involves construction of a new road, located in the southern Pinal
County community of Saddlebrooke, and is a 1.5 miles long, north-south, two lane minor arterial
roadway facility. The project scope includes the purchase of necessary right of way, design and
construction. The estimated cost of this project is approximately $2.5 million of the Pinal RTA
funding (approximately 0.3% of the Pinal RTA funding).

Peters Road -- Peters Road represents another important “regional” economic development
project in a future high job growth area, and involves widening the roadway from two lanes to
four lanes from Burris Road to the West, to Thornton Road to the East, located in the City of
Casa Grande. The widening of Peters Road will involve a one mile linear corridor, and
represents a total of two miles of additional lanes of roadway construction. The project scope
involves the purchase of necessary right of way, design and construction. The estimated cost of
this project is approximately $3.2 million of the Pinal RTA funding (approximately 0.5% of the
Pinal RTA funding).

Parking Lot Projects -- New construction of a three-mile north-south principal arterial roadway
from State Route 87 to Kortsen/Kleck Road and a 12-mile north-south principal arterial roadway
from Kortsen/Kleck Road to Interstate 10. Road improvements to Burris Road, of 1.5 miles
from State Route 84 to Alamo Road. Road improvements and new construction to: Eleven Mile
Corner Road for a 12-mile north-south principal arterial roadway from State Route 87 to
Interstate 10; Selma Highway for a 5-mile east-west principal arterial roadway from Thornton
Road to Montgomery Road; Trekell Road for a 3 mile north-south principal arterial roadway
from Interstate 8 to Shedd Road; Skyline Road for a 4.5-mile east-west principal arterial
roadway from Gantzel Road to North-South Corridor; and Florence-Kelvin Highway from State
Route 79 to State Route 177 an east-west principal arterial roadway. Construction of two traffic
interchanges on Interstate 10 at Val Vista Road and Selma Highway. Funding for these projects
will be based on monies available if the Transportation Excise Tax produces greater revenues
than projected or if monies from the Pinal RTA funding cannot be allocated to the other projects
described in the Plan, subject to approval from the Pinal RTA Board and compliance with
applicable law.

Public Transportation Element

Public Transportation Projects -- The Public Transportation Element of the Pinal RTA sets aside
a $20,000,000 line item (approximately 3.0% of the Pinal RTA funding) over a 20-year period
for the construction of Park and Ride lots, and the provision of funding for countywide Dial-a-
Ride services and transit operations.

Local Projects and Administrative Costs Element

Local Roadway Funding -- The intent of the Plan is to forward to voters an equitably balanced
transportation plan that is responsive to future growth, and meets the regional needs of Pinal
County. However, in creating this Plan, it is acknowledged that not all of the communities within
Pinal County directly benefit from proposed project development. Therefore, under the Act the
City of Eloy, and the towns of Kearny, Mammoth and Superior, located in the Copper Basin of
eastern Pinal County, will each receive the greater of (i) one percent (1%) of the Transportation
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Excise Tax or (ii) $300,000 per year to be utilized on local roadway development. The estimated
cost of these projects is approximately $24 million of the Pinal RTA funding (approximately
3.7% of the Pinal RTA funding).

Administrative Costs -- The Plan also provides for payment of administrative costs with respect
to administering the Plan. The estimated administrative costs are approximately $6 million of
the Pinal RTA funding (approximately 0.9% of the Pinal RTA funding).
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CONSTRUCTION START PERIODS

The Plan defines when construction will be started for each project as shown in Table Two
below. Four 5-year construction periods have been identified. Fiscal year 2018 begins on July
1, 2017 and ends on June 30, 2018. The Plan includes certain “overlapping” projects that are to
be programmed over multiple periods as necessary.

. Period 1 extends from fiscal year 2018 to fiscal year 2022
. Period 2 extends from fiscal year 2023 to fiscal year 2027
. Period 3 extends from fiscal year 2028 to fiscal year 2032
. Period 4 extends from fiscal year 2033 to fiscal year 2037

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PLAN ACCOUNTABILITY

The Plan includes accountability measures, oversight provisions and procedures for plan
amendments. Among the provisions that are required by the Act:

. Annual report stating revenues received during the fiscal year and all expenditures
will be printed in two local newspapers by January of each year.

. Definition at the time of the election of the cost, scope and construction
commencement period of each project.

. The Plan may not be amended to add or delete an element or substantially change

an element without prior approval of the electorate at a general or special election.
The prior approval of the electorate is waived if a political subdivision causing
changes within its jurisdiction to the Plan incurs the incremental costs of
implementing the proposed changes.

If the Plan and the Transportation Excise Tax are approved by voters, the Pinal RTA Board will
appoint a RTA Advisory Committee, which reports to the Pinal RTA Board, and will also
appoint a regional Citizen’s Oversight Committee to ensure that the Plan will be implemented as
approved. The Pinal RTA Board may also decide to appoint other advisory committees as it
deems necessary.

FUNDING OF THE PLAN WITH THE TRANSPORTATION EXCISE TAX

If the Plan is approved by passage of Proposition 416, completion of the projects identified in the
Plan on the schedule indicated will depend upon concurrent approval of the proposed
Transportation Excise Tax being submitted to voters by Proposition 417.

If Proposition 417 is approved by the voters, the Transportation Excise Tax would commence on
April 1, 2018, continue for twenty years, and be assessed on the same business transactions that
are subject to the State of Arizona transaction privilege (sales) tax, but at a rate equal to 10% of
the State tax, as described in greater detail below. Therefore the Transportation Excise Tax rate
will generally be 0.5% or 1 cent on each $2 on State taxable items, provided that, as described in
the text of Proposition 417, such Transportation Excise Tax rate shall become a variable or
modified rate such that when applied in any case when the gross income from the sale of a single
item of tangible personal property exceeds $10,000, the 0.5% Transportation Excise Tax rate
shall apply to the first $10,000, and above $10,000, the measure of the Transportation Excise
Tax shall be a rate of 0.0%.

If Proposition 417 is approved by the voters, the Transportation Excise Tax would be levied and
collected:

e At arate of ten percent of the transaction privilege tax rate prescribed by A.R.S. Section
42-5010(A), to each person engaging or continuing in the County in a business taxed
under A.R.S. Title 42, Chapter 5, Article 1. Such rate would be applied generally as
follows:

shall become a variable or modified rate such that when applied in any case when the gross

Transportation Excise Tax rate shall apply to the first $10,000, and above $10,000, the measure
of the Transportation Excise Tax shall be a rate of 0.0%.

Based upon an analysis conducted by the Pinal RTA during calendar year 2015, it was estimated
that total transportation needs throughout Pinal County totaled approximately $1.2 billion.
During 2017, the Pinal RTA engaged Elliott D. Pollack & Company to make a 20-year Revenue
Forecast based upon the Transportation Excise Tax (the “Revenue Forecast”). As part of the
methodology, the Revenue Forecast considered various assumptions, including population
growth, inflation and per capita personal income and prepared three revenue forecast scenarios of
low, medium and high. The medium scenario was recommended by the study for the collection
of the Transportation Excise Tax and has been used by the Pinal RTA as the Revenue Forecast
for purposes of funding for the Plan. Based upon the Revenue Forecast, it was projected that
during the 20-year period between the fiscal years of 2018 and 2037, the Transportation Excise
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Tax would result in a total collection of approximately $640,000,000 as shown below, or only
52% of the projected transportation needs in Pinal County during such period. As a result, the
Pinal RTA sought to identify the most critical needs, and determined that the majority of
improvements would be in the Roadway Element, with smaller components being addressed
through the Public Transportation Element and the Local Projects and Administrative Costs
Element.

INTRODUCCION

El propuesto Plan de Transporte Regional para el Condado de Pinal (el "Plan"), adoptado por
Pinal Regional Transportation Authority (“Pinal RTA") el 5 de junio de 2017, establece un plan
integral, multimodal, que incluye una lista proyectos de las principales carreteras y transporte
publico a desarrollarse durante el periodo de 20 afios entre 2018 y 2037. El Plan ha sido
desarrollado como una solucion para satisfacer las necesidades de transporte de una region de
rapido crecimiento y busca satisfacer las necesidades de movilidad continua de los residentes del
Condado de Pinal. El Plan ha sido preparado para desarrollar proyectos multimodales para los
votantes del Condado de Pinal, a los que se les pide considerar la aprobacion del Plan, junto con
la aprobacion de un impuesto de transaccion de transporte (el "Impuesto de Transaccion de
Transporte") en la Eleccion Especial del 7 de noviembre de 2017. La aprobacion del Plan y
del Impuesto de Transaccion de Transporte es necesaria para la ejecucion del Plan. Un
voto de aprobacion para el Plan y el Impuesto de Transaccion de Transporte proporcionard una
financiacion de transporte que se calcula en $640,000,000 durante los proximos 20 afos para
establecer una red de transporte dentro del Condado de Pinal que debe mejorar la movilidad de
todo el condado y transportar con eficacia un nimero creciente de personas y productos a nivel
local y regional.

PINAL RTA

El 5 de agosto de 2015, el Consejo de Supervisores del Condado de Pinal formé Pinal RTA en
conformidad con los Estatutos Revisados de Arizona "(A.R.S.”) Titulo 48, Capitulo 30, Articulo
1 (la "Ley"). Bajo la ley, Pinal RTA es una subdivisiéon publica, politica, de recaudacion de
impuestos para mejoras publicas e impositiva del Estado de Arizona (el "Estado"). El Consejo de
Directivo de Pinal RTA (el “Consejo de Pinal RTA”) consta de un representante de cada
gobierno miembro dentro del Condado de Pinal. Pinal RTA se establecié para proporcionar
financiamiento y concentrarse en la creacion de un sistema de transporte regional equilibrado
para los residentes del Condado de Pinal. El Plan intenta proporcionar un mecanismo para el
Condado de Pinal, sus ciudades, pueblos y comunidades tribales para colaborar en el desarrollo
de un plan de 20 afios de transporte regional para todo el condado.

NECESIDAD PARA EL PLAN DE TRANSPORTE REGIONAL

Entre 1990 y 2014, la poblacion del Condado de Pinal ha aumentado de 116,867 a
aproximadamente 396,237 personas, lo cual representa un aumento del 239%. Con este
crecimiento y desde la crisis econdomica de 2008, las municipalidades de Apache Junction, Casa



Grande, Coolidge, Eloy, Florencia, Maricopa y la comunidad no incorporada de San Tan Valley
han experimentado aumentos significativos en actividades de desarrollo econémico y nueva
construccion de vivienda que colectivamente han traido mas gente al Condado de Pinal. Un nivel
de crecimiento tan rapido también ha traido problemas de transporte como congestion y
seguridad y la necesidad de rutas de transporte de calidad para desplazar eficientemente a
personas y productos. Se anticipa que estos niveles significativos de crecimiento continten en el
futuro, y los residentes del Condado de Pinal se enfrentan con continuos retos de transporte. Hay
conexiones inadecuadas de I-10 a rutas y negocios locales, y hay una necesidad de conectividad
vial adicional al area Metropolitana de Phoenix. Las vias existentes norte-sur y este-oeste del
Condado de Pinal deben mejorarse y en muchos casos, carecen de suficiente capacidad. Ademas,
ha habido un aumento significativo de accidentes de trafico fatales y graves debido al aumento
general de viajes de vehiculos. En la actualidad, el financiamiento Federal y Estatales es muy
limitado y no puede acomodar la construccion vial necesaria en todo el Condado de Pinal, y los
municipios del Condado de Pinal también carecen de suficientes fondos para mejoras de
caminos.

Las proyecciones producidas por el Estado indican que el Condado de Pinal continuara viendo
aumentos significativos de poblacion durante las proximas décadas. Las proyecciones de
poblacién durante los proximos 20 afios indican que el Condado de Pinal continuard aumentando
a un nivel entre 750,000 y 913,000 personas.

Durante el proceso de elaboracion del Plan, Pinal RTA llegd a cada una de las comunidades
miembros, funcionarios elegidos y los residentes del Condado de Pinal. Planes anteriores que
identificaron las necesidades de proyectos, escenarios de proyectos y prioridades se compartieron
con los gobiernos miembros y las partes interesadas. El proceso de informacion y divulgacion
publica incluy6 una serie de reuniones publicas, presentaciones ante Concejos de Ciudades y de
Pueblos y presentaciones a juntas comunitarias y comités. También se proporcion6 amplia
divulgacion a través de reuniones y debates con los administradores de Ciudades y Pueblos y
miembros del personal. Pinal RTA también realiz6 una serie de jornadas de puertas abiertas a la
comunidad en lugares estratégicos en todo el Condado de Pinal para tratar de solicitar opinion y
comentarios publicos.

Sujeto a ciudadanos voluntarios disponibles o dispuestos de areas sin incorporar tales como pero
sin limitarse a Arizona City, Saddlebrooke, Oracle, Gold Canyon y San Tan pueden tener
representantes en el Comité de Supervision de Ciudadanos.

Se desarrollé un sitio web en www.cagaz.org/rta.html para proveer actualizaciones continuas y
distribuir informacion para revision publica. Las fechas importantes de reuniones publicas, las
listas mas recientes de proyectos y mapas y presentaciones e informes se proporcionaron en
dicho sitio web para revision. Pinal RTA también generé comunicados de prensa publicos,
participd en entrevistas con los medios, colabord regularmente con miembros del publico, e
inform¢ al Consejo de Supervisores del Condado de Pinal en el proceso general.

Pinal para vias arteriales y locales.

Pinal Oeste entre la linea de Condado Pinal-Maricopa y la Interestatal 8, para la
construccion de un futuro Corredor de Alta Capacidad.

La preservacion del segmento restante de 15 millas del derecho de via necesario
para la construccion del Corredor de la Avenida Norte-Sur entre la Ciudad de
Coolidge y la Interestatal 10.

Acceso necesario y capacidad para los emergentes centros de trabajo de la

Estas mejoras representan $591,200,000 6 aproximadamente el 92.5% del financiamiento de

Pinal RTA.

Elemento de Transporte Publico

La construccion de instalaciones “Park and Ride” ubicadas en todo el Condado de
Pinal.

La provision de financiamiento anual para servicios “Dial-a-Ride” para ayudar a
personas con discapacidades, personas de la tercera edad y miembros del publico
en general; y la provision de financiamiento operacional anual para sistemas de
transporte existentes.

Estas mejoras representan $20,000,000 6 aproximadamente el 3% del financiamiento de Pinal

RTA.

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PROYECTOS DEL PLAN DE TRANSPORTE REGIONAL

Como se muestra en el mapa de arriba, el Plan incluye los siguientes proyectos. La siguiente
Tabla indica cuando cada proyecto esta programado para el iniciar.

Elemento Vial

Ruta Estatal Avenida 24 -- Este proyecto consiste en la nueva construccion de una instalacion de
avenida de cuatro millas, este-oeste, de cuatro carriles de acceso limitado con un punto medio
entre la Ruta Estatal 24 en Ironwood Road hacia el Oeste y la futura alineacion del Corredor
Norte-Sur hacia el Este. El alcance del proyecto consiste en la compra de tierras para establecer
un corredor de derecho de via de 300 pies de ancho, para incluir el disefio y la construccion. El
calculo del costo estimado de este proyecto es de aproximadamente $38.4 millones del
financiamiento de Pinal RTA (aproximadamente el 6.0% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA).

Corredor Norte-Sur -- Este proyecto consiste en la construccion nueva de una instalacion
principal de 36 millas, norte-sur, de cuatro carriles de acceso limitado entre U.S. Highway 60 en
la Ciudad de Apache Junction en el norte, a Kortsen/Kleck Road ubicada al sur, en la Ciudad de
Coolidge. El alcance del proyecto consiste en la compra de tierras para establecer un corredor de
300 pies de derecho de via, para incluir el disefio y la construccion. El calculo del costo de este
proyecto es aproximadamente $298.65 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA
(aproximadamente el 46.6% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA). Se espera que el Condado de
Pinal aporte $30 millones en fondos adicionales para este proyecto.

Preservacion de Derecho de Via Norte-Sur — Se adquirira el derecho de via como parte del Plan
para permitir la conservacion de futuros corredores de transporte de alta capacidad. El derecho
de via se conservara para el resto del corredor de la Avenida Norte-Sur desde el Conector de
Casa Grande (alineacion de carretera Kortsen/Kleck) al Norte y la Interestatal 10 hacia el Sur. El
calculo del costo de este proyecto es aproximadamente $2.25 millones del financiamiento de
Pinal RTA (aproximadamente el 0.3% de la financiacién de Pinal RTA).

Autopista Pinal Oeste/Preservacion de Derecho de Via — Se conservara el derecho de via para el
corredor de la Autopista Pinal Oeste, desde la linea de Condado Pinal-Maricopa al Oeste y la
Interestatal 8 hacia el Sur. El calculo del costo de este proyecto es aproximadamente $4.65
millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA (aproximadamente el 0.7% de la financiacion de Pinal
RTA).

Ruta Estatal 347 -- Este proyecto requiere la adicioén de dos carriles a lo largo de la Ruta Estatal
347 entre la linea de Condado Pinal-Maricopa al Norte y el limite municipal de la Ciudad de
Maricopa, al sur. Esto representa una distancia lineal de aproximadamente nueve millas. La
nueva construccion de un carril viajando hacia el norte y un carril viajando hacia el sur a lo largo
de la Ruta Estatal 347 representa un total de 18 millas de construccion de carril adicionales. El
alcance del proyecto incluye el disefio y la construccion. El célculo del costo de este proyecto es
aproximadamente $28.8 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA (aproximadamente el 4.5%
de la financiacion de Pinal RTA). Si los fondos asignados no se pueden utilizar para este
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proyecto, dichos fondos seran designados para los proyectos del Corredor Este-Oeste y
Proyectos de Lotes para Estacionamiento.

Kortsen/Kleck Road -- La alineaciéon de Kortsen/Kleck Road se conoce también como el
"Conector de Casa Grande". Este proyecto requiere la ampliacion de esta instalacion de dos
carriles a cuatro carriles desde Henness Road al Oeste, en la Ciudad de Casa Grande, a la futura
alineacion del Corredor de la Avenida Norte-Sur al Este, en la Ciudad de Coolidge. La
ampliacion del Conector de Casa Grande implicard un corredor de 14 millas y representa un total
de 28 millas de carril adicional de construccion de carretera. El calculo del costo de este
proyecto es aproximadamente $44.8 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA
(aproximadamente el 7.0% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA).

Intercambio de Trafico de I-10 -- Este proyecto permite la compra del derecho de via y el disefio
y la construccion del Intercambio de Trafico Kleck Road en la Interestatal 10, en la Ciudad de
Casa Grande. Este proyecto especifico incluye la construccion de un puente en la Interestatal 10,
asi como de rampas de entrada y salida a Kleck y Kortsen Roads. Este proyecto permitird la
continuacion de un corredor este-oeste crucial en el area central del Condado de Pinal. El célculo
del costo de este proyecto es aproximadamente $15.0 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA
(aproximadamente el 2.3% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA).

Selma Highway — El proyecto de Selma Highway pide mejoras a una carretera existente de dos
carriles desde Thornton Road al Oeste, situada en la Ciudad de Casa Grande, a la alineacion
futura del Corredor Norte-Sur hacia el Este, cerca de la Ciudad de Coolidge. El alcance del
proyecto incluye el disefio y la construccion y la compra del derecho de via para varios
segmentos del corredor. También incluye aproximadamente cuatro millas de nueva construccion
sobre segmentos de via no pavimentados y un cruce sobre un canal de drenaje y rieles de
ferrocarril en la Ruta Estatal 84. El céalculo del costo de este proyecto es aproximadamente $51.2
millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA (aproximadamente el 8.0% de la financiacion de Pinal
RTA)

Thornton Road -- Este proyecto consiste en la ampliaciéon de Thornton Road de dos carriles a
cuatro carriles desde la Ruta Estatal 84 hacia el Norte, a la Interestatal 8 hacia el sur. El
ensanchamiento de Thornton Road implicara un corredor lineal de 3.5 millas y representa un
total de siete millas de carril adicional de construccion de carretera. El alcance del proyecto
consiste en la compra de derecho de via necesario, disefio y construccion. El célculo del costo de
este proyecto es aproximadamente $11.2 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA
(aproximadamente el 1.7% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA).

Corredor Este-Oeste -- Este proyecto implica la construccion de un corredor de 21 millas de
carreteras nuevas y existentes comenzando en la Ruta Estatal 347 en la Ciudad de Maricopa y
extendiéndose al este a través del norte de Casa Grande a la I-10. El célculo del costo de este
proyecto es aproximadamente $67.2 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA
(aproximadamente el 10.5% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA). Si los fondos asignados no se
pueden utilizar para este proyecto, dichos fondos seran designados para Proyectos de la Ruta
Estatal 347 y de Lotes de Estacionamiento.
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Montgomery Road -- Este proyecto implica mejoras para el Corredor de Montgomery Road
desde el Corredor Este-Oeste al Norte, ubicado en la Ciudad de Casa Grande, a la Interestatal 8
hacia el Sur. El proyecto de corredor tiene diez millas de longitud y requerira la construccion de
aproximadamente cuatro millas de carretera nueva. La intencion es desarrollar una instalacion de
conectividad, norte-sur, de dos carriles de carretera totalmente mejorada. El alcance del proyecto
consiste en la compra del derecho de via necesario, disefio y construccion. El calculo del costo de
este proyecto es aproximadamente $25.6 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA
(aproximadamente el 4.0% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA).

Cordones Road -- Este proyecto implica la construccion de una nueva carretera, ubicada en la
comunidad de Saddlebrooke en el Condado de Pinal sur y tiene 1.5 millas de largo, de norte a
sur, una instalacion de via arterial menor de dos carriles. El alcance del proyecto incluye la
compra del derecho de via necesario, disefio y construccién. El calculo del costo de este
proyecto es aproximadamente $2.5 millones del financiamiento de Pinal RTA (aproximadamente
el 0.3% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA).

Peters Road -- Peters Road representa otro importante proyecto de desarrollo econdmico
"regional" en una zona de futuro gran aumento de empleo y consiste en ensanchar la calzada de
dos carriles a cuatro carriles desde Burris Road al Oeste, hasta Thornton Road al Este, ubicada en
la Ciudad de Casa Grande. La ampliacién de Peters Road implicard un corredor lineal de una
milla y representa un total de dos millas de carriles adicionales de construccion de carretera. El
alcance del proyecto consiste en la compra del derecho de via necesario, disefio y construccion.
El calculo del costo de este proyecto es aproximadamente $3.2 millones del financiamiento de
Pinal RTA (aproximadamente el 0.5% de la financiacion de Pinal RTA).

Proyectos de Lotes para Estacionamiento -- Nueva construccion de una carretera arterial
